In one of our previous studies we determined that Jesus Christ is indeed the only way to God.  Remember 
John 14:6:  “Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except 
through me.”  Accepting Jesus as your Lord and Savior means that, in spite of your past sins, you will spend 
eternity with God. How is that possible? How is it that a Holy Righteous God could allow a sinful man to spend 
eternity with Him? What can wash away those sins?

So from these scriptures we can see that all men have sinned and the wages of that sin is death (separa-
tion from God.) We see that we have a sinful nature that is contrary to the nature of God and as such we do 
not ‘deserve’ to spend eternity with God.

So here we are; God proclaimed that the wages of our sin is death (separation from Him.) But He loves us 
enough (read John 3:16) to allow a substitution for our death. That sacrifi ce had to be perfect and the shed-
ding of blood was required.
